The Presbyterian €inJr
has set up guidelines for congregations in the etayworship services ought to be run. These gindglare
written in The Book Of Ordewhich is the book of our church’s polity or goverent. Because we adhergto
The Book of Ordeyou could walk into any Presbyterian Church (U88hgregation on any given Sunday
and with a few minor exceptions, you would feaiyvuch at home.

One of the most often asked questions is, why dsiagall of the verses of a hymn? As most of you kndw,
during the year when we have two services we linatverses we sing to just two for the 9:30 serbiace
sing all verses at the 11. We do this becauseeofitne constraints on the 9:30 service.

Singing all verses of a hymn is an important pathe worship service as a whole. My job as wqgrdbader
is to make sure that every element of worship thkisstory of God and of God’s Son, Jesus. TdletG®
Worship, Prayer of Confession, Scriptures, Serrfoayer of Dedication, Pastoral Prayer and all grarts
are chosen and written to enhance the theme gfahteeular Sunday and its message.

Hymn writing was most prolific during the $@entury. Many of the great hymns of the faith eaout of
that period. When | choose a hymn for us to dit@pk at each word in each verse to see if theysid
God's love is found. Sometimes the most importeortds of the hymn are found in the middle versis.

For instance, | often hear moans when we begimtpthe Christmas Carol, “We Three Kings” becaulsg t
hymn has five verses. But if we look closely aigh verses we see why. In the first verse weoddehat
three kings are following a star and are travelingee where that star takes them. They are takithgthem
gifts. Each of the next three verses tells us whage gifts were and why they were important. yTée
important because each of them shows us a diffaspect of who Jesus is. Finally the last veraesps Go¢
for God’s amazing gift of the Christ Child.

Each verse is crucial to the story of that wondearight. Which verse should we delete? None.

You may not be a great singer; you may not enjogisg, but we are told to sing praises to God and t
worship God with hymns—and so we do. | encouragety take the time during our hymn singing to regd
the words of the verses and see if you can findmbiels that tell us the story of God’s love, anernthift your
voice in praise to our God who is our Creator, Reder and Sustainer.
